Salvation Army Crocheted Bear Dress/Sweater Pattern
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Materials: Worsted weight yarn

Crochet Hook: Size I

Measurement at underarm:  16”

Armholes 6”

Length: 8” – 9”
Pattern is written for three colors. You can mix it up as desired.

V Stitch: DC, ch1, DC in same stitch

Note: You are starting in the center back.

Chain 35 join with a slip stitch in a circle being careful not to twist.

Beginning and end of every row:

Join with slip stitch at end of every row to chain two. Chain 2.

Color A:

Row 1: 5DC, V stitch, 5DC, V stitch, 10 DC, V stitch, 5DC, V stitch, 5DC.

Rows 2 – 5: Work DC in each DC, increasing by working V stitch in the chain 1 space. You are increasing 8 stitches per row.

Color B:

Working in pattern work to first chain 1 space, skip to next chain 1 space (forming armholes), work across front and repeat for second armhole.

Row 5: DC in each stitch around.

Rows 6 & 7: Work DC in each stitch around.

Color C:

Row 8: HDC in first two DC, two DC in each of next two DC. Repeat around.

Row 9: DC in each stitch around.

Row 10: DC in first two DC, *two DC in each of next two DC, DC in each of next four DC*. Repeat from * to * around.

Row 11: DC in each stitch around.

Color A:

Row 12: DC in each stitch around

Trim in Color A:

Alternative A: SC, chain 3 in each stitch around

Alternative B: SC, DC, DC in same stitch, SC in next stitch. Repeat around.

I work the trim at the bottom, on the arms, and neck.

Sweater:

To make the sweater work above pattern for nine rows, working all rows in DC (no HDC). For a boys sweater I did a trim row in SC, however, feel free to use whatever stitch you like. You can work in solids, stripes, variegated, etc.

Feel free to add a flower motif to the dress or other motif to the sweater

Hat: Chain 3, join with slip stitch.

At beginning of each row chain two. End each row with slip stitch in top of chain 2 of previous row.

Row 1: Work 12 DC in loop.

Row 2: Work 2DC in each DC (24 DC).

Row 3: Work 1DC in first two DC, 2DC in next DC around (36 DC).

Rows 4 – 7: Work even in DC around.
Row 8: Work trim row.
